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Description of the scientific event:

_ Parliament (the legislative authority) is considered one of the most
important foundations of the parliamentary system because it is the meeting
place of the representatives of the people, regardless of their different
spectra, orientations, and political convictions. It is also the carrier and
expression of their hopes, attempting to reflect them into reality far from the
tension that could paralyze the state institutions from functioning. It also
seeks to achieve consensus or even greater agreement among the various
recognized currents within the state.

- With the development of the parliamentary system and its applications, the
need for a parliament consisting of two chambers began to emerge. Although
there are many justifications for it, including historical, political, legal, and
even the complex structure of states, it raises a serious question about the
motives behind establishing a bicameral parliament in simple countries.

- Embracing a bicameral parliamentary system by any simple or federal state
has multiple backgrounds that drive researchers and those interested in
political affairs and the characteristics of forming political authorities within
the state to search for the real reasons for adopting this system in one
country over another, in constitutions over others, in political systems over
others, and in time periods of countries over others.

_The interest in studying the bicameral system (system of two councils or
system of two chambers) is reflected in four essential perspectives that
reveal the reality and backgrounds of working with this system and the actual
functioning of the dual parliament and the extent to which it guarantees the
theory of parliamentary representation. These perspectives are :

1- The form of simple and federal states and the need for a bicameral system.
2- The plurality and diversity In parliamentary representation within
countries.

3- The practice of legislative work and the creation of legal texts expressing
the political orientations represented within the state and present In
parliament, necessitating the use of the bicameral system.

4- The relationship between the bicameral parliament and the executive
authority and the difference in work compared to the relationship between
them in the case of a unicameral parliament.
